2. Couches, Chairs and Pillows « Along cracks
* Along the seams ¢ In drawer joints

* Around the zippers
¢ Between the cushions and frame

5. Luggage

* Check fold out luggage racks where the webbing wraps
around the frame
* Avoid placing luggage on or near beds
* Avoid placing luggage on the floor

What to Look for?
¢ Shed skin

* Blood smears

* Excretion (black marks)

e Live bed bugs

* Bed bug eggs (1mm. pearly white) [ N ]
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If you spot bed bugs or evidence of bed bugs, inform
management and ask to be moved to another room - not next
door to the affected room.
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
